He was diagnosed with an aggressive cancer just before the August pre-season 
meetings and had begun grueling treatments, so our superintendent, Dr. Michael Smith, presented Randy’s message for 
the first “Deacon Way” session. Randy passed away on December 1, 2014, a few weeks after witnessing in person our girls’ 
volleyball team capture the 2014 state championship in Minot.
In his presentation, Randy defined the Deacon Way this way:
• Faith • Leadership • Character • Positive Role Model • Academics • Sportsmanship
Randy challenged our students to give their very best, called them to the path of virtue that lifts up others, and built all that 
on the foundation of faith. That’s the Deacon Way. That’s the opportunity we have at Shanley High School.
Five years later, we continue the tradition of the Deacon Way presentation and our high expectations. Our Shanley 
principal, Jon Spies, even added a new twist several years ago for our entire student body: “The Deacon Way every day.”
Thanks to the Shanley Athletic Club and to all our parents, coaches, and staff members who support our students in this 
way of excellence.
Thanks to Randy Nelson for making the Deacon Way so clear. May his memory be blessed, and may his soul and the souls 
of all the Faithful Departed rest in peace. AMEN.

Since then I have also 
attended Concordia College in Moorhead to obtain my 
teaching license and most recently earned my Masters 
in Education focused on technology integration from St.

THE DEACONS
Our nickname, “Deacons,” was adopted 
in the fall of 1934 for the teams of Sacred 
Heart Academy, forerunner of Shanley 
High School, and has been used ever 
since.
 
It is especially fitting for Catholic schools, 
since it is derived from the Greek and 
literally means “servants” or “those who 
serve” (Acts 6).  The Catechism of the 
Catholic Church tells us that Jesus “made 
Himself the ‘Deacon’ or servant of all” 
(CCC 1570).
 
In light of our schools’ mission, identity, 
and nickname, we expect our students to 
excel in serving God and neighbor. 

The Shanley Shield first appeared on 
football helmets in the fall of 1973. It was 
designed by Shanley art teacher Sr. Mary 
Virginia Deibert, PBVM with the help of 
her art students.
 
The shield signifies strength. The cross 
of Christ is centered on the shield as it is 
the center of our Catholic faith. The “S” 
represents “Shanley” high school, named 
for Bishop John Shanley (1852-1909), 
who served as first bishop of the Fargo 
Catholic Diocese.
 
Graduation from Shanley High School 
is the capstone for the St. John Paul II 
Catholic Schools student experience as 
Deacons.
